Papers can not be submitted after March 15th 2012, 63 abstracts will be accepted. 

Participants are invited to submit abstracts to one or more session formats. Each abstract (max 300 words) may only be submitted for one particular session format. The abstracts should be e-mailed to the following address fliss@fliss.is  The abstract submission deadline is 15th March 2012. 

Session formats

1. Paper presentation

It is possible to submit a paper to report on research or development projects. The time for presentation is 30 minutes, of which it is possible to use 10 minutes for discussion. 

2. Research symposium-paper 

It is possible to submit a research-paper to the Drama Boreale network research seminar. The time for presentation is 30 minutes. 

3. Workshop

It is possible to submit a plan for a drama and theatre workshop with active participants. The length of the workshops will be  90 minutes though some will last three hours. 

4. Performance

It is possible to submit a suggestion for a community theatre performance, a TIE performance or another type of performance which is conected to the conference theme. 

The proposed contributions will be evaluated by the organizers and on April 20th 2012 submittters will get response whether the research seminar paper, the drama presentation, the workshop or the performance has been accepted for the conference programme. A short presentation in English is needed (200 words) even though the performance will be performed in another language.
